Bufo toads have been sighted on the 

property!  They can be identified by their 

large size, typically measuring 4-6 inches 

in length. They have dry, warty skin that  

is usually brown or gray in color, with a 

lighter belly. 
 

One key identifying feature is the large 

parotoid glands behind their eyes. They 

are nocturnal, burrows in soil, hides 

during the day and secretes toxic venom

If your pet bites or swallows a cane toad, they can become sick and die in  

as little as 15 minutes without proper treatment. Symptoms may include 

frantic or disoriented behavior, brick red gums, seizures, and foaming at the 

mouth.  If you see these symptoms, follow these steps: 
 

     1.  Wash toxins forward out of mouth using a hose for ten  

          Minutes, careful not to direct water down the throat. 
 

     2.  Wipe gums/tongue with dish towel to remove toxins. 
 

     3.  Get your pet to the vet!
